drugs such as LSD,

It. is true that there has
been and continues to be much
false propaganda concerning
marijuana. It is also true that
many physxclans have stated
that man]uana poses no phys-
ical harm and is non-addictive.

But to say that even this com-
paratively mild drug, which is
not ‘a true nareotic, is totally
harmless is imprudent, for, though
there seems to be no physical
addition or harm, it has been
shown that there are oftenpsycho-
logical dependencies to the drug
with resulting psychiatrlc prob-
lems.
